Dean Throop just sgent the email below to the entire CJ department
gtating that Dr. Caywood decided to "step away from being chair."
This contradicts the email that Dr. Caywood sent out this morning
in which he wrote that he "was removed as chair by the provost"
(I will forward this email to you). The subject line of this

email was "removal ag chair." I think this is an important
difference and the members of the department deserve to know the
truth.

Why does the Dean feel the need protect Dr. Caywood? In the past
several months she has swallowed his defamatory statements and
gsupported him over me.
